* Use of proper execution of Power of Attorney

* Family Trust

* Business Trust

* Recent construction

* Physical inspection findings, encroachments, off-record easements
* Clearing liens or judgments

* Clearing child or spousal support liens

* Proper execution of documents

* Proper Jurats

* Proper Notary seals

* Transfers or loans involving corporations or partnerships
* Last minute changes in buyers

* Last minute changes in coverage
